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Step 3: Attach safety cable from fixture to hanger bracket

[1] by first inserting the tabs on the left side of the

Step 12: Remove protective film from the front surface of the light fixture when installation is completed.

e Gently wipe down the optics with a clean, dry cloth to remove any dust and light residues.
e For heavier smudges, spray clean cloth with mild soap and water solution and gently wipe optics surface.
